
2014 Air Force Club Membership Giveaway

Overview
A membership “giveaway” will be conducted during the period September through November 2014. The membership giveaway involves awarding a prize or prizes to randomly selected Air Force Club members each month. Only Air Force Club Members are eligible to win. AF Club Members must register to be considered for prizes.
The AF Club Membership Fall Giveaway is sponsored in part by GM Military Discount.
The AF Club Membership Giveaway is being offered to draw attention to the benefits of AF Club Membership and the offerings of the local club. Benefits should be promoted and prize giveaway forms should be offered during any and all appropriate club activities including breakfast, lunch, dinner, and events.

Concept Development
AFPC/SV is overseeing the development, design, printing, distribution of collateral, prizes and prize drawings. Anyone who is an Air Force Club member in good standing at the time of the respective giveaway drawing is eligible to win*.
Force Support Squadrons and AF Clubs will promote the Membership Giveaway across all FSS activities.  Registration forms and collateral materials should be made available at all FSS facilities; however, registration forms must be turned in to the Club and mailed to the address below. AF Clubs are required to mail registration forms at the end of every month during the promotion period to allow prize winners to be quickly selected.

Prize Drawing Procedures
Air Force Clubs will distribute Membership Giveaway registration forms via billing statements and across Air Force installations. AF Club members can register for prizes by completing the registration form and returning it to any AF Club or by mailing it in to:

AF Clubs must collect and mail Club Membership Giveaway registration forms to the address listed above, not later than the first business day after the giveaway month. For example, forms collected for the September giveaway must be mailed NLT 01 Oct 14. 

· October Prize
· On or about 15 Oct 14, ten names of people who are AF Club members in good standing will be randomly selected to each receive $500. Winner must have been a member on 30 Sep 14.
· November Prize
· On or about 13 Nov 14, one AF Club member in good standing will be randomly selected to receive a trip for up to four people to Disney World. Winner must have been a member on 31 Oct 14. 
· December Grand Prize
· On or about 15 Dec 14, two AF Club members will each be selected to receive a Chevy Silverado.
· Grand Prize Vehicles consist of two (2) 2015 model-year, factory-equipped vehicles, homologated to United States specifications as follows: two (2) Chevrolet Silverado vehicles having a Manufacturer’s Suggested Retail Price (MSRP) of up to forty-five thousand dollars ($45,000) or a General Motor’s vehicle of the Grand Prize Winner’s choice of equivalent or lesser MSRP value. If, due to production shortages, component availability, or causes beyond the control of the Sponsor or the Air Force, the Grand Prize Vehicle including but not limited to color of exterior and interior,  any other features or upgrades to the Grand Prize Vehicle will be allowed only if permitted by the delivery dealer and paid for by the winner. Each Grand Prize Vehicle shall not exceed forty-five thousand dollars ($45,000 MSRP).

All winners will be determined by random drawing conducted at the Services Directorate. Drawings will be supervised by a representative from the Air Force Personnel Center Legal Office. AF Club Members can only win one of the prizes during the promotional period.


Eligibility, Prize Regulations and Restrictions 
· Winners must meet the eligibility requirements of club membership in accordance with AFI 34-272, Air Force Club Program

· Anyone who is a club member on the date of the drawing and in good standing, i.e. (a) their account is currently “active” and (b) they are not currently on the Account Delinquency Report in Club Works (c) and not on the “Not Eligible” list is eligible.

· Only one registration form allowed per AF Club Member per day. No more than 30 registration forms per member will be allowed in September, 31 registration forms per member in October and 30 entry forms per member in the November drawing. Registration forms cannot be scanned, emailed or faxed. They must be mailed.

· An AF Club Member can only win one of the prizes during the promotional period.

· To win the vehicle, winner must be a licensed driver and will be required to provide proof of insurance at the time of delivery. Winners must be able to accept delivery of Grand Prize Vehicles within 15 days of notice of availability from a Chevrolet dealer that the Sponsor has selected within the United States, or the Grand Prize Vehicle will be forfeited. In the event the winner is a deployed service member, the individual legally designated by the service member as power of attorney has the right to accept delivery of the Grand Prize Vehicle on the winner’s behalf. Winner will pay costs of vehicle tax, title, and destination. Winner is also responsible for all other costs associated with winning the Grand Prize Vehicle including but not limited to: local, state and federal income tax, title, vehicle registration, gasoline, maintenance, mileage, wear and tear, license fees and insurance for the Grand Prize Vehicle, and any other expenses related to the acceptance and use of the Grand Prize Vehicle not specified herein. The Grand Prize Vehicle is nonnegotiable and not exchangeable for cash. The Grand Prize Vehicle is not eligible for other incentives or any other type of new vehicle lease or financing offers. Grand Prize Vehicle awarded may differ from any vehicle shown in promotional materials.

· All winners’ eligibility will be validated before prizes are awarded. All prize claims are subject to verification. Void where prohibited by law.

· If at the time the prize is actually awarded, the winning member’s “status” has changed from the time of the actual drawing, i.e. the account has become inactive, delinquent, or charged off, the individual’s status will no longer be deemed “in good standing” and the prize will be awarded to the next person on the prize winner list.

· Installations will formally notify winners in person or by registered mail. The prize winner must acknowledge acceptance or refusal of the prize by the date specified by AFPC/SV or be disqualified.

· If no response is received by the date specified in the notification, the prize winner will be considered as disqualified and the prize will be awarded to the next individual on the prize winner list.

· Prizes are not transferable and substitutions are permitted only at the discretion of the sponsor.

Air Force Personnel Center (AFPC):   Commander and Command Chief, Executive Director, their spouses and immediate family members.

Air Force Personnel Center Services Directorate:  Director, Deputy Director, Chief Enlisted Manager, Operations Division Chief, Deputy Operations Division Chief, Marketing Division, AF Food & Beverage personnel and their spouses and immediate family members.

Installation Level:   Installation Commanders, their Vice Commanders, Command Chiefs and spouses and immediate family members. Base/Mission Support Commanders, their Deputies, spouses and immediate family members, Force Support Squadron (FSS) Commanders/Directors, FSS Deputies, FSS First Sergeants, FSS Flight Chiefs, Club managers and staffs, FSS marketing staff and spouses and immediate family members.

JP Morgan Chase:  All Military Partnership personnel, their spouses and immediate family members.

General Motors:  All Military Partnership personnel, their spouses and immediate family members.

At all levels:  Anyone who can submit membership applications via Club Works or is engaged in the development and implementation or direct execution of membership initiatives.

Participants are responsible for updating their addresses when they change--if a winner PCSs after ordering a vehicle, he or she may be responsible for delivery and related charges.
While club members are responsible for ensuring their address is up-to-date at all times, the installation FSS is responsible for contacting the winning club member to validate their address.  

Disney Trip and vehicle prize winners must fill out and sign a prize acceptance form– the required form must include social security account number, address, phone number and signature. FSSs are responsible to ensure and must validate all forms that are to be submitted to Mr. Gary Lott, HQ AFPC/SVK at gary.lott@us.af.mil before the prize can be awarded.

Installation To Do List
Note:  The AF Club Membership Giveaway, sponsored by General Motors is being offered to draw attention to the benefits of AF Club members at your local club. As such, you should use this opportunity to promote local club offerings. The central program prizes (cash, Chevy Silverado vehicles and Disney trip) are not based on signing up for membership; however, you can hold local membership drives during the period using locally (your own) developed campaigns.

· Inventory promotional materials
· Brief the promotion to everyone! Suggest, at a minimum promote at newcomer’s orientation, commander’s calls, and cross-market with all Force Support activities, bowling center, golf, lodging, and in dorm facilities as permitted by local installation policies.
· Develop local campaign and marketing materials
· Maximize program promotion and recognize local sponsors by displaying posters on or near TV sets
· Develop local news releases, use club and sponsor names in all local media releases
· Ensure entry forms are available. Provide guidance to guests on properly completing entry forms. Date all entry forms prior to mailing to AFPC/SVOF.
· Be sure staffs are familiar with entry rules

Installations Participating in fulfilling aspects of Sponsor Agreement:
       Ride & Drives, Car Displays:
The name you provided as a POC for Car Displays or Ride & Drives will be provided to the GM Military Discount POC to facilitate arrangements with local dealers, gate access, etc.  You are encouraged to facilitate display times during events that will provide high volume traffic for the sponsor.
Web Ads:
The sponsor will provide ads in layered files to fit a 150p x 300p or 250p x 300p space.  Marketing will be asked to provide number of page views for each month the ads run.  The sponsor may submit up to two ads to run during the promotion period.
