2016 AIR FORCE CLUB SUMMER MEMBERSHIP CAMPAIGN
“OFFICIAL RULES”

No Purchase Necessary to Enter or Claim a Prize.
Grand Prizes:  Eight (8) $500 Best Buy e-gift cards.
A purchase will not increase the chances of winning.

1.  SWEEPSTAKES PERIOD:  The Sweepstakes will begin 1 June 16 at 12:00:00 PM Central Time (CT) and will end 30 Jun 16 at 11:59:59 PM CT (the “Sweepstakes Period”).  The Program Manager’s computer, or that of his/her designee, will mark the start and end times and dates for the Sweepstakes.  The Program Manager is Sally Truhitte, Air Force Services Activity (AFSVA), Directorate of Operations (SVO), Food & Beverage Division (SVOF), Business Operations Manager, Building 1, 2261 Hughes Avenue, Suite 156, Joint Base San Antonio-Lackland, Texas. 
2.  SWEEPSTAKES DRAWING DATE AND NUMBER OF WINNERS:  Weekly drawings for all Sweepstakes prizes will be conducted on the following dates during the month of June 2016:  10 Jun, 17 Jun, 24 Jun, and 30 Jun (“Sweepstakes Drawing Date(s)”).  Two (2) Entrants (as defined in Section 3) will be randomly selected on each Sweepstakes Drawing Date to win a $500 Best Buy e-gift card.  A total of eight (8) winners during the Sweepstakes Period will be chosen.
3.  ELIGIBILITY:  The Sweepstakes is open to all new Air Force Club members, 18 years and older, who apply for and receive their membership during the Sweepstakes Period (“Entrants”).  See AFI 34-272, Air Force Club Program, paragraph 1.6.1., Active Membership, for Club membership eligibility criteria.

THOSE INELIGIBLE:  The following AFSVA employees are not eligible to enter or win the Sweepstakes:  Commander, Executive Director, Chief Enlisted Manager, Director of Operations, Air Force Food and Beverage Division Chief, Program Manager, Director of Strategic Marketing, and their spouses, family members (parents, children, siblings, and their respective spouses, regardless of where they live), and individuals living in the same households, whether related or not, of the above.  Additionally, employees of Chase Bank USA, N.A., and their respective parent companies, related subsidiaries and affiliated companies, prize suppliers, and advertising and promotion agencies, and each of their respective agents, representatives, officers, directors, shareholders, and employees, and the immediate family members (spouse, parents, children, siblings, and their respective spouses, regardless of where they live) and individuals living in the same households, whether related or not, of the above, are not eligible to enter or win a prize.  AFSVA, Chase, and their respective parent companies, related subsidiaries and affiliated companies, prize suppliers, and advertising and promotion agencies, and each of their respective agents, representatives, officers, directors, and shareholders are collectively referred to as “Releasees.”
5.  HOW TO ENTER:  To enter the Sweepstakes, Entrants must apply for and be approved for an Air Force (AF) Club Membership and Air Force Club Membership Credit Card.  Visit www.myairforcelife.com to apply for an AF Club Membership and the card.  Except for the first three months, AF Club membership is not free, and all new members will be assigned a monthly AF Club dues plan.  The credit card has no annual fee.  By submitting information and creating an AF Club account, Entrants agree to the terms of use and privacy notice.  If Entrants do not agree to such terms of use and privacy notice, they cannot become AF Club members or participate in this Sweepstakes.  Each Entrant, by participating in the Sweepstakes, agrees to be bound by the Official Rules and the decisions of the Program Manager.  
A.  Two ways to enter:
1. Submit a paper copy of the AF Club Membership Application to your local Air Force Club during the Sweepstakes Period, as defined herein.
2. Go to www.myairforcelife.com and apply for AF Club membership.  Complete the application form, which may include but not be limited to the following required information:  full name, mailing address, e-mail address, telephone number, and related information as prompted.  Entrant must include all required information on the application form in order to be eligible for the Sweepstakes.
B.  Entry Limit and Disqualification:  Entrants are limited to one (1) entry per person for the entire Sweepstakes Period, as defined herein, regardless of their method of entry.  Entries may only be submitted by a single Entrant (e.g. group entries not accepted).  Entrant agrees to comply with the Sweepstakes Official Rules.  Entries in excess of the entry limit stated herein or not in compliance with these Official Rules will be disqualified from the Sweepstakes.  Decisions of the Program Manager are final and binding.
6.  PROHIBITIONS AND CONDITIONS OF ENTRY:  The use of any automated entry software or device is prohibited.  Entries generated by a script, macro or other electronic, mechanical, or automated means are ineligible and will be disqualified.  Illegible, incomplete, or inaccurate entries are void.  By participating, Entrants agree to comply with these Official Rules, including all eligibility requirements.  In the event of a dispute regarding the owner of an online entry, the online entry will be deemed to have been submitted by the authorized account holder from which the entry is made.  Any attempt by an Entrant or any other individual to deliberately damage any online service or web site or undermine the legitimate operation of this Sweepstakes may be a violation of criminal and civil laws and should such an attempt be made, the Program Manager reserves the right to seek damages and/or other remedies from any such person to the fullest extent permitted by law.  The Program Manager’s failure to enforce any term of these Official Rules shall not constitute a waiver of that or any other provision.  Neither Program Manager nor anyone acting on its behalf will enter into any communications with any Entrant regarding this Sweepstakes, except as expressly set forth in these Official Rules.
7.  RANDOM DRAWING:  Random drawings will be conducted on the Sweepstakes Drawing Dates identified in item 2 of this document.  During each drawing, two (2) prize winners from among all approved applications received, will win a prize.  The random drawings will be conducted by the Air Force Services Activity (AFSVA) Directorate of Operations, Food & Beverage Division (SVOF) and AFSVA Directorate of Strategic Marketing (SVK).  Decisions of AFSVA/SVOF and AFSVA/SVK will be final and binding on all matters relating to this Sweepstakes random drawing.
8.  PRIZES:  A total of eight (8) prizes total will be awarded.  Each prize is a $500.00 Best Buy e-gift card and will be awarded as an e-gift card.  E-gift cards may not be transferred, extended beyond the expiration date, or redeemed as cash.  Please allow two (2) weeks after the announcement of the winners for the e-gift cards to be automatically e-mailed to the winners.  Each prize is subject to the terms and conditions of the Sweepstakes.  Approximate Retail Value (“ARV”):  Eight (8) Best Buy e-gift cards:  $500.00 each.  Total ARV:  $4,000.00. See additional conditions of Grand Prize below.  In no event will more prizes be awarded than those listed in these Official Rules.
A.  Odds of Winning:  The odds of winning a prize depend upon the total number of eligible entries received during the entire Sweepstakes Period.  Limit one (1) prize per person.  All details of prizes not specified herein shall be determined solely by the Program Manager.  Winners cannot assign or transfer the prize to another person.  Except as provided herein, no cash or prize substitution is allowed.  If a prize cannot be awarded due to circumstances beyond the control of the Program Manager and/or the prize provider, a substitute prize of equal or greater retail value will be awarded, provided, however, that if prizes are awarded but unclaimed or forfeited by the recipient, the prize may not be re-awarded.  By accepting a prize, prize winners acknowledge compliance with these Official Rules.
B.  Taxes:  All Federal, state, and local taxes are the sole responsibility of the prize winners.  The Program Manager must report the value of any prize over $600 to the Internal Revenue Service in the year the prize is received.  Since these prizes are not up to that threshold, the value of the prize will not be reported to the Internal Revenue Service.
C.  Additional conditions of prizes:  The prizes do not include any other incidentals not mentioned in these Official Rules.  Any other incidentals or expenses not stated herein as part of the prizes are the winners’ sole responsibility.  The Program Manager is not responsible if any e-gift card prize is lost, stolen, or misplaced by the winners, and prizes will not be replaced.  
9.  NOTIFICATION AND VERIFICATION OF WINNERS:  Winners will be notified by e-mail no later than two weeks after each weekly drawing.  Winners may be required to execute and return an Affidavit of Eligibility and Liability Release and where legal, a Publicity Release, within five (5) calendar days following the date of issuance of notification or the prize will be forfeited and awarded to an alternate winner.  A potential winner will be disqualified for any of the following reasons:  failure to return any documents requested in a timely manner as specified in these Official Rules or, where not specified, within five (5) calendar days; return of the prize notification as being undeliverable; or noncompliance with these Official Rules.  In the event of the disqualification of a potential winner, the Program Manager shall have no further obligation to that potential winner, and an alternate winner will be determined.  By entering the Sweepstakes, Entrants agree to the use by the Program Manager and his/her designees of their names, entry submission, and photographs/likenesses for advertising and promotional purposes for this and similar promotions, worldwide and in perpetuity, in any and all forms of media, now known or hereafter devised (including and without limitation, the Internet) without additional compensation except where prohibited by law. If a potential winner (i) cannot be contacted after a reasonable attempt has been made by Program Manager (as determined in the Program Manager’s sole discretion); (ii) fails to timely return any required paperwork without alteration and in the form presented by the Program Manager; (iii) refuses or declines the prize; and/or (iv) the prize or prize notification is rejected or returned as undeliverable, such potential winner forfeits all rights to be deemed a winner in the Sweepstakes and to receive the prize.  In such circumstances, that potential winner will be disqualified, and an alternate winner will be selected through a random drawing by the Program Manager from the remaining Entrants.  Prizes must be accepted as awarded.  The winner’s entry and acceptance of the prize constitutes permission for the Program Manager to use said winner’s name, photograph, likeness, statements, and biographical information without further compensation, except where prohibited by law.

Releasees are not responsible for any entry that is lost, late, illegible, stolen, damaged, mutilated, incomplete, invalid, inaccurate, unintelligible, postage-due, misdirected or undeliverable, whether due to system, technical, computer, mechanical, printing, typographical, human, or other errors, omissions, interruption, deletions, defects, delay in operations or transmissions, theft or destruction or failures, faulty transmissions or other telecommunications (electronic, computer, or telephonic) malfunctions  or error, human error, entries not received resulting from any hardware or software failures of any kind, lost or unavailable network connections, failed, incomplete or garbled computer or telephone transmissions, typographical or system errors and failures, faulty transmissions, technical malfunctions, or otherwise, or for failure to enter entries into the processing system.  If, in the Program Manager’s opinion, this Sweepstakes is not capable of running as planned, for any reason, or there is any suspected or actual evidence of electronic or non-electronic tampering with any portion of the Sweepstakes, or if computer viruses, bugs, unauthorized intervention, fraud, or technical difficulties or failures compromise or corrupt or affect the administration, integrity, security, fairness, or proper conduct of the Sweepstakes, the Program Manager reserves the right at its sole discretion to disqualify any individual (and void his/her entry and/or prevent him/her from future participation) who tampers with the entry process and/or who is acting in violation of these Official Rules, to modify or suspend the Sweepstakes, or to terminate the Sweepstakes and, at Program Manager’s discretion conduct the judging to award the prize using all eligible non suspect transactions and entries received at the end of the Sweepstakes Period as defined above. PRIVACY PROTECTIONS:  Information collected from Entrants   is used only for the purposes of considering Entrant's application for the Air Force Club credit card, administering the credit card account, awarding prizes, operating the Sweepstakes consistent with the Official Rules, notifying winners, verifying eligibility to participate in the Sweepstakes, and verifying prize winners.  Any information collected for these purposes will be used pursuant to the privacy policy of Chase Bank USA, N.A.  Entrants understand that they are providing their information to Chase Bank USA, N.A, and to AFSVA.  All questions, comments, or complaints regarding the Sweepstakes are to be directed to the Program Manager.
12.  APPLICABLE LAW, DISPUTES, AND VENUE:  The Sweepstakes is subject to all applicable Federal laws and regulations. Jurisdiction and venue shall be determined by Federal law.  As a condition of entering the Sweepstakes, Entrant agrees to:  a.) waive all rights to claim, punitive, incidental, and/or consequential damages and/ or any other damages, other than actual out-of-pocket expenses; b.) any and all disputes, claims, and causes of action arising out of or connected with this Sweepstakes, or any prizes awarded, shall be resolved individually, without resort to any form of class action; and c.) any and all claims, judgments, and awards shall be limited to actual out-of-pocket costs incurred, and in no event shall Entrant be entitled to receive attorneys’ fees or other legal costs.
