1.  We are excited to announce the “kick-off” of the annual Air Force “U Got Talent” Contest!   Conducted through our base Community and Youth Centers, this annual event is open to all Air Force family members, including the spouses of Airmen and their children 3-18 years old.   The goal of the                    “U Got Talent” contest is to develop creative expression and appreciation of the arts in the participants, provide an opportunity for families to participate together in a program, and acknowledge the “Best” talent in the Air Force.

2.  The contest begins with competitions on the base level.  Contestants can compete in one of eleven solo/duet or group categories.  Videos of the 1st and 2nd Place winner in each category from each base are then sent to Air Force Entertainment for judging on the Air Force level.

3.  We have some great prizes for our winners this year!  Air Force-level winners in each category will be awarded $500 and select electronic equipment.  In addition, they will receive a professional recording of their act, be part of a “U Got Talent” compilation video that will be distributed Air Force-wide, and will get the opportunity to perform in front of their home base crowd the next time Tops In Blue comes to visit.  The runners-up on the Air Force level in each category will receive $300 and select electronic equipment.   We’ll also be selecting two Air Force-level “Best of Show” acts.  The “Best of Show” in the Solo/Duet category will receive airline tickets for three people, and the winner in the Group category will be awarded $1000.

4.  To encourage participation from the bases, $1500 will be awarded to the base that submits the highest total of 1st and 2nd Place winners.   All contestants will receive a “U Got Talent” t-shirt and certificate just for participating. 

5.  If you have not already done so, please appoint a Project Officer for your base-level competition and forward this package to that person.  Written guidelines are included as part of this package.  Notice of intent to participate in the program is due to AFPC by 1 Aug 13.  Contest publicity should be ordered by 1 Aug 13.  Your base-level contest should be conducted between 1 Sep 13 and 30 Oct 13.  Video submissions are due to AFPC by 2 Dec 13. Air Force-level judging begins on 5 Dec 13, the winners will be announced on 13 Dec 13, and prizes will be distributed by 15 Jan 14.

6.  The “U Got Talent” contest is a wonderful opportunity for our Air Force families and we are looking forward to your base’s participation this year.  As always, we are grateful for your support.
