Problem to Solve:

How to Play 

1-  As a team at the Youth/Teen Center, create an item out of duct tape which deployed members will find   useful  
  2-  Supplies purchased for this program will be reimbursed up to $500 
  3-  Make a video to explain the purpose/use of the product.  Your video should be 1-2 minutes in length
  4-  Create a YouTube channel for your YP and Post the video. Title it “AFTC Deployed Item by (your base)”
  5-  Appropriate images & music only! Disqualification will result
  6-  "Share" the link on the www.facebook.com/airforceteens wall anytime between 1-31 Jul 12
  7-  Name your installation in the caption and get as many people to "Like" the video and the link as possible
Top Secret Tips 

· Talk to military who have been deployed and ask them what kind of items would be useful and why

· Keep it legal!! Royalty-free music can be found online or created with easy computer software
· Share the link and get as many “Likes” as possible- Fans can vote 2 times: on YouTube and Facebook!
· Go for a wide audience so more people will enjoy it (what’s funny to you may not be funny to all)

Accounting Instructions for AF Teen Council & PLAYpass

“Get Out and Innovate” Duct Tape Challenge

The following instructions provide installation-level accounting, reporting, and reimbursement procedures for authorized funding support under the Families of Deployed Members Initiative.  Funds are provided under the terms of the MOA 09-0013 between *HQ AFSVA and the Air Force MWR Fund (AFMWRF).  
*Effective 1 Jun 2012, HQ AFSVA consolidated with AFPC.
1.  Record the purchase of supplies as they are incurred in the applicable activity cost center/GLAC (Do not use GLAC 7300000) and document the Get Out and Innovate expenditure report.  The use of Prepaid Supplies, GLAC 1300000, is not authorized.
2.  Upon receipt of proof of payment for event expenses from the activity, the NAF AO will process a general ledger adjustment form (GLAF) to credit general ledger account 8010014.  The offsetting entry establishes an accounts receivable for the cash reimbursement by debiting balance sheet (CC 0000) GLAC 1140000, NAFI Receivable.  All MOA income and expenses are recorded in the AFMWRF; therefore, no further entries by the base are necessary.  This does not absolve the NAF AO of the responsibility to follow up on reimbursement requests.
3. The NAF AO will record expenditures related to the “Duct Tape Challenge” on the monthly “Get Out and Innovate” Report at www.usafservices.com.  Submit a one-time report for the reimbursable expenses for the period reported.  AFPC Directorate of Services will process reimbursement to the base MWRF and record the cash transfer directly to the base receivable balance sheet (CC 0000) GLAC 1140000 to simplify the MOA reconciliation process.
a)  The NAF AO will record expenditures on the monthly expenditure report at www.usafservices.com.  Click on “Managers -->MOA Initiatives-->NAFAO Expenditure Report.”  Filter to your installation’s name and enter the applicable data on the screen for the expense.  When adding a new expense line, the new expense line will be added to whatever month the user enters in the “Delivery Date” for the expense.  If a prior month is entered in the “Delivery Date” and the expense does not appear on the screen, then the “As-Of Month” drop down menu must be selected for the month used in the “Delivery Date” in order to view the expense just entered.  The historical expenses that are displayed on-screen are the expenses that belong to the month selected in the “As-Of Month” field at the top of screen.  Expenses may be reviewed for each month by changing the applicable month needed from the drop down menu.  
4.  The Resource Manager (RM) or designee reviews and approves the Get Out and Innovate Expenditure Report for the competition period by 15 Aug 2012 for submission to AFPC/SVFAA to request reimbursement.  Upon completion of RM review, the report prompts the RM to digitally sign the report validating the accuracy of all expenses and proper accountability.  Lastly, email the digitally signed report as a PDF file to afsva.svfapolicy@us.af.mil.  Please ensure your (base name) and “Get Out and Innovate” are in the email subject line and report file name when emailing the report.

5.  Maintain the supporting documentation in the local office of record (the responsible NAF AO).  The supporting documentation maintained in the NAF AO should include (not necessarily all-inclusive) the monthly expenditure report, contracts, payments, receipts, and documents supporting event participation.  The local office of record must be able to produce a complete record of all supply items requested for reimbursement should AFPC/SVF, HQ USAF/A1S, and/or the NAF Financial Analyst (NAFFA) require back up documentation.
